Eastern Corridor: The proposed alignment of the Eastern Corridor will destroy one-third (plus) of our business base

e As it stands, the transportation department could potentially keep the road going through Newtown to a minimum,
relatively speaking compared to our overall size; therefore, making the argument that the highway would have little
impact on our community.

Three (3) separate attorneys have confirmed these points!

e Batavia is a prime example of how a bypass can negatively impact a community. If not for the county seat, Batavia
would all but cease to exist.

e Monies spent defending our future are well worth the long-term investment in the survival, as well as growth of our
business community and the quiet enjoyment of our residential community.

e The village is in a period of general prosperity. Local businesses, such as Meridian Bioscience Inc. and Hydro
Systems have invested not only in their businesses, but our community. We value their commitment to the Village
of Newtown.
